HEALTH POLICIES HANDOUT

1.
Every child attending Shining Stars must have an age appropriate health report on file no later than 60 days following enrollment.  This health record must be written and signed by a physician or Certified Registered Nurse Practitioner.  A medical record must be on file and updated yearly.

2.
All children enrolled at Shining Stars must have immunizations up to date or they will be dismissed from care.

3.
Emergency Medical Care (EMC)  


If EMC is needed every effort will be made to contact the parent as soon as practical and in the best interest of the child.  A staff person shall accompany a child to a source of emergency care and remain with the child until the parent assumes responsibility for the child’s care.  A report shall be filed concerning all EMC sought and obtained.

Medications:


   Shining Stars is not required to administer child medication and Shining Stars

               asks parents to avoid, if at all possible medication administration during care

   hours.  If medication is to be administered it may only be given with a  

   physician’s order and the following rules must be followed.

a.     Prescription or nonprescription medication will be accepted in

        original container only, with child safe cap in place.

b.     Container must be clearly labeled with medication name and child’s 

        name.


 

c.     Parent must provide written consent for Shining Stars to administer 

                                medication via the medication log in each room.


d.     Medications must be removed each day by the parent or they will be 

                                discarded.
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5. 
Shining Stars will provide a healthy environment for all its children and staff.  In 

            order to do this we must ask that if your child shows any signs or symptoms of 

            infection or a potentially communicable disease that he/she remain out of 

            daycare / nursery school until symptom free or consent signed by a physician.

A child will be removed from the group and the parent called to take him / her home for the following reasons.


a.
Fever of 101 degrees or more unexplained or accompanied by other 



symptoms such as: headache, stiff neck, sore throat, vomiting or


diarrhea.  Child may return to Shining Stars if fever free for 24 hours 

         without medication.
b. Eye – tearing, itching, swelling, tenderness, discharge along with redness of the eye.  The child may return with a physician’s note or symptom free.



c. 
Diarrhea – 2 episodes or after one episode if it is accompanied by 




fever. The child may return the next day, but will be sent home after




one episode.

d.    Vomiting – same as diarrhea



e.
Unexplained skin rash or sores, or infected wounds.  The child may 




return with a physician’s note.

f.    Yellow skin and / or eyes – the child may return with a physician’s  

         note.

g.
Rapid or altered breathing and cough.

h.
Thick greening discharge from nose for 3 consecutive school days.  


After 3 days children must bring a physician’s note saying that they


 have been treated and / or are not contagious.

i.
At Director’s discretion.
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
